	Small Business Administration Now Hiring Summer Interns

The Small Business Administration (SBA) has been approved to hire summer students under the Student Temporary Employment Program (STEP).  The STEP provides maximum flexibility so that the nature of work does not have to be related to the student's academic or career goals.  This program will bring well educated students into the workforce while letting managers evaluate students' performance in real work situations.  The STEP is a great way to introduce young people to SBA's mission and programs.  Positions will be filled within various offices of the U.S. Small Business Administration in Headquarters and Field Operations.
 
This year, the summer STEP will begin May 11, 2009, and end September 30, 2009.  Students interested in applying for a summer position will have to submit an application via USAJOBS under vacancy announcement number HQ-SUM-2009 for positions in Headquarters, and DEN-SUM-2009 for positions in Field Offices.  Students must be at least 16 years of age to participate in the summer program.  Those students under the age of 18 must obtain a work permit.  Instructions on how to apply and eligibility requirements will be posted in the vacancy announcements.  A vacancy announcement notice will be sent to all SBA employees with the vacancy announcement information. 
 
In accordance with 5 CFR Part 310, a student may work in the same agency with a relative when there is no direct reporting relationship and the relative is not in a position to influence, advocate or control the student's appointment, employment, promotion or advancement with the agency.
