Mark your calendars for the Annual IU Ndethya African Benefit Sale where you can find great gifts, jewelry, bags, cloth, from Kenya, St. Lucia, and elsewhere. The proceeds from the sale benefit two organizations in Kenya. One of those is The Spurgeon School for AIDS orphans in Kibera (a sprawling suburb of Nairobi) provides education from K to 9, food, and sometimes shelter, for some 400 children made parentless by the AIDS epidemic in what has been identified as sub-Saharan Africa's largest slum. 

 

The other organization, Ndethya wa Ngutethya, is a rural women's group at Kathonzweni in Kenya's dry Eastern Province that uses the money for much needed water projects like latrines, a dam, water tanks and a pond, in the midst of a long-term drought.  The sale includes both African and African-inspired jewelry, cloth and basketry.
