>> Setting The Standard Document (John)

Feedback about John’s draft is still trickling in…

>> Deadline to get in edits to John: May 13

>>John will get document to Catherine by May 20 to edit and produce
The document will also be a part of the YouthPro website

>>John will also take a look at the YouthPro website and how it needs to be modified or enhanced to include this

Also, have this information included on other websites…or make it easy to link to at the YouthPro site

Pam mentioned the importance of being YouthPro members (us) and making it easy for people to become members; Tom and John indicated that after the next YouthPro Board meeting (May 20), we will know how to proceed here.
Overall goal: To have a document (and in web form) that can accompany the competencies in order to explain and promote them to all audiences

>> Higher Ed Meeting scheduled for June 26

Pam talked about working to access the AYD coursework / intellectual property in use in the community college network

John reminds group that MCCOY is a BEST site

John and Kirsten from MCCOY had a conversation last week with Andy Muniz about updating the existing AYD material

Teri has taken on the task of developing an “overview training” of the competencies 

This higher ed meeting is not about the competencies exclusively, but they should be included and referenced as a part of the meeting

>> Kelly will send out a draft agenda for the team to respond to by May 27
>> And the team will respond within the following week

>> Competency Review Document (Pam and Janet)
One implication of the review: across competency areas, all of the specifics eventually connect…they don’t align, but do connect
-The purpose of the review: Is there anything in any of these rubrics/matrices that we have overlooked, and is not contained in the IYD?
The team agreed that there is not a need to compare the IYD competencies with other non-national matrices, with the exception of looking at the University of Wisconsin (Mark Kruger)
>> Everybody to review the Competencies & Credentials Talking Points and send edits to Tom (copying everyone on team) by June 15
