2) Don’t forget your internships!
Some of your Journey fellows have already begun to seek out internships for the spring semester.  Remember, we need your initial Journey internship paperwork APPROVED by Janet at LARO before the Journey will approve the internship for monetary reward.  Internship packets have been emailed to you, or you can find them online.

Forms you will need to complete:

· Volunteer Hands-On Experience (everyone should be able to complete this with your volunteer work you did this semester) 
· Community Gathering Form (find a place where youth workers are congregating, and go there – if you find one, let me know ahead of time, and I will forward out to all Journey fellows.  If you are having a difficult time with this, please let me know!) 
· NOTE: It is possible to go ahead and get your internship going, but Community Gathering forms will be due next semester!

· Pre-internship approval forms that will alert Janet what your internship consists of so she can approve it for monetary reward

Other information you will need to know:

· Your internship is a $1000 internship 
· A minimum of 150 hours is required to receive the full amount 
· Money is paid directly to you in two payments 
· $500 at the midpoint when you turn in your midway point reflection sheet 
· $500 at the end when you complete the final report, Intern/Supervisor form and President/Executive Director form and the hours sheet 

Lee Ann Jourdan will be your contact if you need anything during your internship. Send your reports to her and once she has reviewed them she will forward them to Janet for payment.
